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Well, we knew it would arrive eventually!!  SPRING HAS SPRUNG!!  

  Makes you want to put the top down and drive with the wind 

in your hair!!!  Course, youôll need a can opener unless you 
have a convertible!!    But at least you can start planning and preparing 

for that flower garden youôve been cruising in those seed 
catalogsé or maybe you were smart enough to plant those bulbs 

last fall and are now enjoying that ópopô of color already!  
Oh, wait a minuteé those are dandelions!  Thatôs my yard!!  Hey, at least 
theyôre a bright color! 
 

While youôre enjoying the better weather, just a couple of remindersé 
thereôs a new law in effect about the óno phosphorus fertilizerô for your 
lawn and garden.  Please buy and use the right one so we donôt have 
phosphorus making its way down to our lake through the ground water.   
 

And you might want to think about órain barrelsô as a way of controlling 
your water bill while using collected rain water.  Rain water is usually soft 
and free of dissolved minerals. This untreated water is great for your 
indoor plants, your garden and lawn, or washing your car.  Best of all, itôs 
free!  Check the webé from the sites for those who prefer óDo it yourselfô 
http://www.cityofbremerton.com/content/sw_makeyourownrainbarrel.html 
or finding various sources to buy the barrels within Wisconsin 
http://www.dnr.state.wi.us/org/water/wm/nps/rg/links.htm#barrels to the 
more glamorous ones that are camouflaged to look like large rocksé 
www.homedepot.com/ecooptions or the basic, utilitarian ones at 
http://www.farmandfleet.com/catalog/find.aspx?t=rain+barrels.  Makes a 
lot of senseé and itôs earth friendly! 
 

Watch for lots of activity by the Lakefront Committee in re-planting the 
area between Apricot and Canary where the reconstruction was 
completed this past winter.  The plan is for the area to be treated at least 
three times and planted with rye or alfalfa to secure the soil.  Then in 
August, over 4000 plant plugs need to be placed to root sufficiently 
during the fall so theyôll be strong enough to make it through the winter. 
 

With that many plants to be put in, the Lakefront Committee is going to 
need help ï obviously.  Sign up on the website or call Cass directly (to let 
her know youôre available.  No date has been set ï depends on the 
weather and the delivery of the plants, but it will definitely be in August. 
 

The Lakefront Committee will also be going forward with long overdue 
plans to fortify one or two areas of shoreline to avoid any further loss to 
the ice damage.  DNR rules areé once the land/dirt goes into the lake, 
you cannot reclaim ité you can only strengthen whatôs left of the shore.  
Because no fortification has occurred for the last decade, there are now 
at least six areas that must have attention.  Of course, that takes money 
ï and a lot of it to grade, reinforce with rock and/or other material, then 
plant to stabilize the area with deep root systems.
